_02  A WOODLAND PAUSE

Located in North London, Wolves Lane Community Centre serves and connects a diverse community 
through its work on food production and education. The project brief was to create a design that cohesively 

utilised the space surrounding the buildings following a partial redevelopment. The design encourages 
moments of restoration by creating pathways to destinatons for rest and reflection in a woodland setting.

_03   REMNANTS OF ORDER
TYPE: HISTORICAL RESIDENTIAL

A residential conversion of a 19th Century agricultural barn, Saxon Meadow Barns is located atop a landscape 
of rich historical context. Instigated by an imminent housing development in the land surrounding the site; 

the brief was to create a design that shielded the unwanted views of the new housing and connect the living 
quarters with a newly aquired meadow space. This design was themed around the ancient Roman want for 

control in a garden space. Choreographing where the visitor goes, what they see and when, to prompt thought 
and conversation.   

ACADEMIC PROJECT
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The following visuals represent the strong cohesion between the soft landscaping and materiality across the site. 
With a sensitivity to the original brick buildings and flint freestanding walls, the limited material palette further 
enhances the beautiful contrast in warm, earthy hues against brilliant greens.
