The main feature in the dancefloor area is the LED mirror illusion ceiling,
creating a stunning and captivating effect that also creates the impression of
a higher ceiling.

Multi-functional planters which incorporate seating, storage and
LED lighting have been placed throughout the space.

We wanted there to be an emphasis on natural materials and organic shapes
to compliment the imaginative sentiment. Using a combination of pallet
wood, willow, rubber mulch and wet pour rubber. The flooring which can be
installed over tarmac offers a softer surface for the children.
